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MCBC-MARA Workshop: Doing Business with China

The MCBC-MARA Workshop was the second time that MCBC and MARA
collaborated to organise such workshop. The turnout for the workshop
exceeded the organisers’ expectation and was better than the first
workshop held two years ago. More than 300 participants turned out for
the workshop.

The purpose of the workshop was to introduce the vast business and
investment opportunities in China especially to bumiputra entrepreneurs
engaged in small and medium business. It was found that many bumiputra
entrepreneurs were hesitant to do business in China due to cultural and
language barriers. Therefore it was hoped that a workshop such as this
would help to explain and expose the real business environment in China
to many of these entrepreneurs. MARA has also recently set up the China
Unit to help to further promote China to bumiputra entrepreneurs. The
workshop was also attended by Chinese and Indian participants who
were keen to find out more about doing business in China.

It is heartening to note that although majority of the participants do not
have any business connection or interest in China at the moment, most
of them had indicated that they do have intention of venturing into that
market in future, Most of them were interested in trading halal food in
China.

The workshop was officiated by YB Dato’ Seri Mohd Khaled Nordin,
the Minister of Entrepreneur and Co-operative Development and he also
delivered the keynote address.
